Previously this building as City Hall East Indies Company, remodeled in
1715, later used as a military barracks and offices when the Jakarta City
Administration, there is a collection of historical and objects used by the Dutch
authorities in Batavia from the 16th century, there are also Portuguese cannon
which were treated in front of this building.

Some cities in West Java:
Bandung

Located on a plateau 768 meters above sea level with a cool climate all
year round. Despite having a population of over two million the pace of city life
is slower than Jakarta.

Easily towards a mountain resort and Bosscha Observatory Lembang,
then to to the volcanic crater of Tangkuban Perahu, the only crater in Java
can be accessed by car to near the crater.
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Not far from the crater, is a hot spring resort, Ciater. Here you can swim in
warm mineral water pools, good for healing skin problems. Bandung, is also very
famous for performing “Marionette Puppet”, wooden doll and hear the “Angklung”
bamboo orchestra, as well as the classical Sundanese gamelan and dances, one of
which is a workshop Angklung Mang Udjo craft center and musical instruments
from bamboo are staged by a group of children trained in Padasuka village, about
7 km from Bandung.

Kawah Putih (white Crater ) Ciwidey and Patenggang Lake
A mountain with a crater filled with water and white look, so called white
crater of mountain Ciwidey about 46 km south of the city of Bandung, through the
cold forest has an average temperature of 10 degrees C until it finally focused on the
Patenggang lake with views among the tea plantations fertile stretches throughout

Bogor

Bogor is located about 50 km from Jakarta where the first palace of the
Governor-General of the Netherlands in the year 1745 the palace still stands solid
and elegant parks with the deer roam freely in the green grass under the trees tall
graceful old.

A typical Sundanese town in the
highlands, surrounded by wvolcanic
mountains and vast tea plantations in
the crater of the volcano, and there is a
temple located on the shores of Lake
Canghuang from the B8th century,
located 17 bm from Garut, or 50 bm
from Bandung.

attractive for nature lovers, as there is wildlife reserve in the vicinity where wild birds
and other native animals live in freedom to be enjoyed by visitors. Here too, the
l.uhite beaches and the crystal clear sea can be found. Twelve kilometers before
4 arriving at Pangandaran you will see a big rock on the beach called Karang Nini. A
forest Conservation Park is located here, which is another place of special interest to
nature lovers, driving 23 miles on the way to Parigi, lies Batu Hiu, meaning Shark
Rock, which is a stone beach that has the shape of a shark. As far as the eye could see
off in the direction of the coast, and to the west by a small boat through the small
“ passage to the Java Grand Canyon, clear river between cliffs, another beauty of this
areq.
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
